The main characters:

The setting:

The five main places in the story are the village library, the Wormwood's home, the school, Miss Honey's cottage and the home of the school's headmistress, Miss Trunchbull. 

In the book we meet a very smart and genius girl, who is Matilda, and some kind persons like the librarian, who works in the village library, who helped Matilda find books at the library, and Matilda's teacher, who was so nice to all children at school. In the book we meet a gigantic and frightening person that is Miss Trunchbull. We also meet some persons, who spend their time on nothing, and who do not care about their child. And by that I mean Mr. and Mrs. Wormwood, Matilda's parents. We also meet many other persons in the book, but they are not as important in the action of the book.
