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Preventing Groupthink 

 Be impartial—do not endorse any position. 

 Assign a “devil’s advocate.” Better yet, welcome the input of a genuine 

dissenter. 

 Occasionally subdivide the group, then reunite to air differences. 

 Welcome critiques from outside experts and associates. 
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
