How the War's Outcome Set the Stage for The American Revolution

The French and Indian War played a significant role in catalyzing the American
Revolution. Britain had become indebted as result of the war, and their Parliament
resorted to imposing taxes on the colonists. There was discontentment among the
colonists who consequently started initiating a breakaway from Britain. The war had
weakened Britain's economy, therefore, attempts to boycott trade with Britain worked
efficiently for the colonists (Anderson, 2000). Further, given French loss during the
