The act ends with a 
rattled Mrs Birling who “(understanding now) but surely… I mean… its ridiculous” cannot come to 
terms with Eric’s involvement and consequently her own involvement in the death of her own 
unborn grandchild. 

In conclusion the audience perceives a negative evil woman who has a very fragile grasp on her 
family and the world in which she lives.
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
